              What is Ash Wednesday? 

 

 

 Ash Wednesday marks the first day, or the start 

of Lent, which begins 40 days prior to Easter 

(Sundays are not included in the count).  The Bible 

does not mention Ash Wednesday or the custom of 

Lent, however, the practice of repentance and mourn-

ing in ashes is found in many places in the scriptures. 

(2 Samuel 13:19; Esther 4:1; Job 2:8; Daniel 9:3; and 

Matthew 11:21.) 

 Today, celebrations of Ash Wednesday vary 

among churches that recognize this holiday.  Ashes 

are placed on the foreheads of worshipers as a re-

minder of our mortality and sinful-

ness. The person who imposes the 

ashes might quote something like: 

ñYou are dust, and to dust you shall 

returnò (Genesis 3:19). This is the 

bad news of our sinfulness that pre-

pares us to receive the good news 

of forgiveness in Christ. 

 There is no biblical command-

ment that requires us to observe Ash Wednesday.  

Ash Wednesday gives us an opportunity to freely 

confess our imperfections.  We can let down our  

pretenses and be truly honest with each other about 

who we are.  We all bear the mark of sin, we all 

stand guilty before a holy God.  We all are mortal 

and will someday experience bodily death. Thus we 

all need a Savior. 

 Ash Wednesday is a day to stare death in the 

face, to acknowledge our mortality.  All of us will 

die.  What gives us such freedom to think about 

death?  Do we have some peculiar fascination with 

dying?  I donôt think so.  What allows us to stare 

death in the face is the assurance of life, real life, 

eternal life.  When we know our lives are safe in the 

hands of God, and that this physical life is just the 

beginning of eternity, then weôre free to be honest 

about what lies ahead for us.  We can face death 

without fear or pretending, because we know the One 

who defeated death.
